351.04 PARKING DIRECTIONS; HANDICAPPED LOCATIONS.

(a)(3) Not more than one motor vehicle shall be parked in a parking space at a time,
and one motor vehicle shall not be parked in more than one parking space at a time
regardless of the vehicle’s size at the Lakefront Reservation unless otherwise
approved in writing.

741.01 USE OF WALKS AND TRAILS.

(a) No person shall use any portion of the park for purposes of travel except
roadways, walks and trails established for such purposes. No person shall operate
any motor vehicle on trails established as bridle trails, foot trails or all-purpose trails
except as specified in Section 371.11. No person shall ride on a trail designated as a
mountain bike trail within the park between 9:00 pm and 6:00am. the-time-ef-one-half
hourafter sunsetand-onc-half-hour-beforesunrise.

747.05 PERMIT APPLICATIONS.

RFP #6542-b: Authorization to Enter into Contracts for Food, Retail, and Body Art,
Caricature, and Digital Photo Services at Cleveland Metroparks Zoo

Zoo/Tim Savona, Director of Revenue Development/Sam Cario, Director of Special
Events/Starr Kelly, Manager of Guest Strategy/Katie McVoy, Assistant Legal Counsel)

Background
ARAMARK Entertainment, Inc. (“Aramark”) currently provides food and beverage

services to Cleveland Metroparks Zoo as a result of an initial ten-year concession
management agreement (January 1, 2008 through December 31, 2017), which was
extended through and until December 31, 2022, on which date the contract will terminate.
The commission structure is variable, depending upon concession location (e.g., Zoo,
Rain Forest, etc.) and the volume of annual food/beverage sales with a minimum annual
guarantee of $500,000 based on required attendance of 900,000 visitors. For its initial
ten-year period with Cleveland Metroparks, Aramark guaranteed capital investment of
$1.85 million.

Event Network, LLC (“Event Network™) currently provides retail services to Cleveland
Metroparks Zoo as a result of an initial ten-year concession management agreement
(January 1, 2008 through December 31, 2017), which was extended through and until
December 31, 2022, on which date the current contract will terminate. Commissions are
26% of gross sales, with a minimum annual guarantee of $450,000 based on required
attendance of 900,000 visitors. For its initial ten-year period with Cleveland Metroparks,
Event Network guaranteed capital investment of $400,000.

Images Everywhere Specialty Services (“Images Everywhere”) currently provides body
art, caricature, and digital photo services at Cleveland Metroparks Zoo as a result of a
five-year contract through January 31, 2023, on which date the contract will terminate.
Commissions are 25% of gross sales, with a minimum annual guarantee of $100,000.

Details of the proposals are provided on page 96705, which detail also provides estimates
of commissions to Cleveland Metroparks based on 2019 and 2021 numbers.

Evaluation of Proposals
Cleveland Metroparks evaluated proposals based on four areas:

1. Experience and Reputation (10%): Previous experience and reputation with
similar projects, with facilities of a similar scale and size, knowledge and record
of performance, including previous experience with Cleveland Metroparks or

other park districts. Caliber of key management who will be working with the
Zo0’s management, demonstrating diverse individual background and
experience. Reference checks of current/past Responder clients and potential on-
site visitation of other Responder operations.

Quality and Content (30%): Certification, quality and diversity of personnel
which have the ability to maintain good working relationships with customers,
patrons and Cleveland Metroparks staff. Quality of equipment/structure and
services to be offered, including rentals. Demonstrated understanding of the
Z00’s objectives, proposed concept alignment to the Zoo’s programs, events, and
visitor expectations. Presentation of an operating plan, concept/design,
marketing/promotional plans and financial/contractual proposal in a clear and
concise format. Creative and innovative approach that will provide the Zoo’s
guests and staff the very best of service and maximize revenue potential for the
Zoo and the Proposer. Ability of the Proposer to demonstrate its ability to
develop products and plans that will make the Zoo’s retail program unique and
compelling in its own right. Compliance with the terms and conditions contained
in the RFP.

Business Terms (50%): The Proposer’s proposed compensation (percentage of
gross revenue and minimum payments) to Cleveland Metroparks and pricing for
services. Cleveland Metroparks reserves the right to negotiate the fee quotation
during the interview/selection process. Proposed capital investment in the Zoo.
Concepts, innovations, creativity, and overall operational proposal; Proposer’s
ability to add to the attraction power of the Zoo. Proposer’s understanding of the
importance of serving guests, donors, loyal customers, zoo members, and varied
staff needs.

Other (10%): Proposer’s commitment to Cleveland Metroparks’ core values,
including sustainability and the diversity and inclusion statement set forth above.

Cleveland Metroparks staff conducted interviews with four of the Proposers: Aramark,
Sodexo, Event Network, and SSA. Based on the responses of all six Proposers and the
interviews conducted with Aramark, Sodexo, Event Network, and SSA, Cleveland
Metroparks rated the Proposers as follows:

Cleveland Metroparks staff makes the following recommendations:

Food and Retail: Staff recommends that Cleveland Metroparks enter into a ten-
year agreement with Aramark for the period January 1, 2023 through December
31, 2032, with an option to renew for an additional five (5) years, through and
including December 31, 2037. Aramark has a long history with Cleveland
Metroparks in the food service area, provided practical approaches to capital
improvements, and offered significantly more in both capital and commission
than any other proposer in either the food or retail arena. While Cleveland
Metroparks values its long history with Event Network, Aramark’s financial
proposal coupled with its experience provides Cleveland Metroparks the best and
highest value in both food and retail. Cleveland Metroparks expects to receive
approximately $6 million in capital from Aramark over the ten-year period and
between $23 and $32 million in commissions. Staff believes the significant
increase in capital investment between the last RFP (a combined $2.1 million
dollars from Aramark and Event Network) and this RFP (approximately $6
million) highlights the great strides Cleveland Metroparks Zoo has taken under
the current leadership from its position in 2007 to its current position as a cultural
attraction drawing more than a million visitors a year.

Body Art/Photo: Staff recommends that Cleveland Metroparks enters into three-
year agreement with Images Everywhere for the period January 1, 2023 through
December 31, 2025, with an option to renew for up to three (3) additional years,
through and including December 31, 2028. (The current agreement will be
terminated one month early to allow for an end date of December 31 rather than
January 31.) Only Images Everywhere and Aramark proposed provision of body
art/photo, and Aramark proposed that such services be provided through a sub-
contractor, with significantly lower return to Cleveland Metroparks. Images
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ACTION ITEMS (cont.)

Everywhere has a five-year history with Cleveland Metroparks, during which
time it has provided quality body art/photo services. Coupled with its financial
offer, that makes it the best and highest value to Cleveland Metroparks.
Cleveland Metroparks expects to receive $30,000 to $100,000 in capital from
Images Everywhere over the three-year period and approximately $450,000 in
commissions.

b. Authorize the Chief Executive Officer to enter into an agreement,
in a form approved by the Chief Legal & Ethics Officer, with
Images Everywhere! as summarized above and maintained in the
bid/proposal file for RFP #6542-b, for the Body
Art/Photo/Caricature at Cleveland Metroparks Zoo, for a three-
year period from January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2025,
with an option to renew for up to an additional three (3) years,
with commissions as summarized in Images Everywhere’s
proposal and estimated capital investments between $30,000 and
$100,000.

Background
On December 16, 2021, Cleveland Metroparks awarded a Design-Build Agreement to

Schirmer Construction, LLC (“Schirmer”) for design-build services, as per RFP #6608-b
(Board Resolution No. 21-12-181), for the construction of the Mastick Road Connector
Trail Project (“Project”). Following the award, the trail alignment was solidified and, in
order to comply with federal tree removal regulations, an early Guaranteed Maximum
Price package (“GMP 1) was developed and approved by the Board (Board Resolution
No. 22-02-024) and all tree work has since been completed.

The approved amount of GMP 1 was $174,107.40. Guaranteed Maximum Price 2
(“GMP 2”), proposed below, represents the next phase of trail preparation work and
includes a street crossing funded through a partnership with Fairview Park (see Board
Resolution No. 22-04-055), site preparation and earthwork embankment uphill and
downhill of the formerly constructed Cuyahoga County Mastick Road Bridge, silt sock
and related SWPPP items, straw mats/ seeding, and maintenance of traffic.

Performance of the preparatory earthwork included in GMP 2 may assist in allowing for
the removal of planned trail structures, ultimately resulting in a much more economically
delivered Project.

The price reflected in the above table includes the preconstruction services fee, the
preconstruction stage compensation, estimated general conditions costs (based on
percentage of construction cost), and the construction manager at risk fee (based on
percentage of construction cost). The current Project cost is estimated at approximately

Their Project team and goals align with the mission of Cleveland
Metroparks inclusive of their protege and partner AKA Team, Inc. Their understanding
of the construction manager at risk delivery method, as well as attentive pre-construction
phase will prove valuable in the execution of the Project relative to the final deliverable
desired. Whiting-Turner’s experience with similar and complementary projects, along
with the competitive price associated with their services, establishes their firm as the
“best value” when ranked against the other short-listed construction manager (at risk)
firms. Notwithstanding, the Next-Generation/The Ruhlin Company and Turner
Construction teams submitted thorough and competitive proposals and interviewed
extremely well.

Nerone has performed positively for Cleveland Metroparks in the past and on current
projects such as Garfield Pond and Stream Restoration, Euclid Beach, Villa Angela
among other projects. Michael Baker International has also performed positively for
Cleveland Metroparks in the past on various projects, including leading design on Red

Background
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) is accepting grant applications for

Municipal Bridge Funds (MBF), and Park Districts were recently added as an eligible
applicant to the program. Staff has selected two bridge projects based on their general
appraisal and their potential for success based on the scoring criteria. The program funds
80% of eligible construction costs and for this funding cycle, also utilizes Toll Revenue
Credits for another 15% of construction costs (up to a total request of $2 million), leaving
just 5% local share. Funding is available for state fiscal years 2024 and 2025.

Staff worked with Arcadis, the Park District’s bridge inspection firm, to develop
applications for the superstructure replacement of the Valley Parkway “Cedar Point”
Bridge (Structure #1890182) in the Rocky River Reservation. The bridge also carries the
all-purpose trail, providing necessary bicycle, and pedestrian connectivity. Award
announcements are expected by November 2022.

Grant Submittal & Funding Match

The existing Valley Parkway Cedar Point Bridge is a 158-foot long two-span non-
composite prestressed concrete box beam bridge. It was constructed in 1969 and
rehabilitated in 2000 with a concrete overlay. It is supported on the original reinforced
concrete piers and modified abutments. The bridge currently has a General Appraisal of
four (4) - Poor Condition which is largely due to the deteriorating deck and beams. There
are active leaks between the beams and several beams have spalls and delamination. The
proposed work includes superstructure and abutment back wall replacement. The new
superstructure depth will closely match the existing structure depth. The primary design
factors considered include design loading, construction cost, maintenance of traffic, and
long-term maintenance. The structure type study revealed that when considering these
factors, a composite prestressed concrete box beam is the preferred alternate.
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Construction will likely utilize phased construction so Valley Parkway and all-purpose
trail will remain accessible.

Under the grant program, design costs are the responsibility of the applicant and are
shown in the cost breakdown below.

Background
Cleveland Metroparks seeks to enter into a new three-year agreement with Tianyu Arts &

Culture, Inc. (“Tianyu”) for a continuation of the Asian Lantern Festival (“Festival”) in
response to the highly successful and well-attended Festival held at Cleveland
Metroparks Zoo the past 5 years. In its first 5 years, the Asian Lantern Festival set
domestic and international attendance records of 150,000 and 183,192 guests. The future
three Festival years will also be separately ticketed events. Similar to the past 5 years,
the Festival event will occur in the evenings after standard zoo operating hours for a
minimum of 28 nights on dates mutually agreed upon. The Festival will feature cultural
attractions and animal exhibits during the daylight hours and transition to an illuminated
lantern show as the event progresses. Both parties will mutually agree on the event dates
for the next three years.

After a very successful 5 years, Tianyu has proven to Cleveland Metroparks that it is
capable of designing and installing a high-quality lantern festival. Under its new
agreement with Cleveland Metroparks, Tianyu will be responsible for the design,
fabrication, and installation of a minimum of 42 lantern vignettes throughout the lower
portion of the Zoo in locations approved by Cleveland Metroparks staff. Net revenues
shall be split between the parties. The revenue split is a split of ticket sales after
deductions of total credit card fees, local admission tax, and ticketing fees if any.

Under this agreement, Tianyu will be responsible for the design, shipping, and
installation of the lantern vignettes. Tianyu will be responsible for all lantern lighting
and will purchase all materials for the lanterns, including preparing electric cables needed
for the power supply inside the lanterns. Tianyu will assume all costs associated with
providing artists, performers, and retail craft vendors for the Festival, as well as staff to
repair the lanterns throughout the run of the Festival. Tianyu will also be responsible for
maintaining commercial general liability and auto coverage and obtaining all required
visas for its artists and performers from the United States Citizen and Immigration
Services. Tianyu will provide a minimum of four performances, four times each night
during the Festival that will occur at the Cleveland Metroparks Zoo Amphitheater.
Tianyu will commit $50,000 annually to support Cleveland Metroparks’ marketing
efforts to promote the Asian Lantern Festival.

Cleveland Metroparks will be responsible for the operational logistics of the Festival,
including ticketing, guest services, and overall site preparation. Cleveland Metroparks
will be responsible for energy costs during installation, exhibition, maintenance, and
takedown. Cleveland Metroparks will provide boxes, cables, cords, and generators to run
power to the lanterns, if necessary. Cleveland Metroparks will also provide supplemental
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lighting needed for safety of walking paths and a stage with basic sound and lighting for
artist performances. Cleveland Metroparks will be responsible for marketing, promotion,
and related marketing expenses for the Festival, and will have sole discretion to
determine the final marketing plan for the Festival. Cleveland Metroparks also retains
the exclusive rights to corporate sponsorship of the Asian Lantern Festival.

Over the past three (3) years, 30% of guests surveyed indicated confusion on wayfinding on their

visit to the Zoo. It is not unusual for guests to miss entire sections of our Zoo during their visit.

Beginning in 2019, staff from the Cleveland Metroparks Zoo worked with Hunt Design to
research current wayfinding deficiencies and design a new wayfinding approach at Cleveland
Metroparks Zoo, including new wayfinding signs. Upon completion of the design work,
Cleveland Metroparks issued RFP #6651, Wayfinding Signage at Cleveland Metroparks Zoo,
seeking a fabricator to create the signs.

Cleveland Metroparks received proposals from nine (9) companies, ranging from approximately
$450,000 to $1.1 million for fabrication and installation (one (1) proposal failed to meet the
requirements of the RFP). L&H Companies’ original proposal of $472,938 coupled with its
extensive history and skills made it the best and lowest value for Cleveland Metroparks.
Cleveland Metroparks Zoo staff has since negotiated with L&H Companies to further reduce the
total cost to an amount not to exceed $425,000.

Recommendation

Cleveland Metroparks Zoo staff, thus, seeks to enter into a contract with L&H Companies for
wayfinding signage services. This contract will be for fabrication and installation, as it relates to
the Zoo’s wayfinding, for an amount not to exceed $425,000.

Under this contract, L&H will complete the Wayfinding Signage process with fabrication and
installation. The goal is for installation in May of 2023.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

That the Board authorize the Chief Executive Officer to enter into an agreement with L&H
Companies for fabrication and installation of wayfinding signage consistent with RFP
#6651 for an amount not to exceed $425,000. The agreement will be entered into in a
form approved by Cleveland Metroparks’ Chief Legal and Ethics Officer.

The Director of Procurement and Zoo staff have designated Central Nebraska Packing as a single
source for product consistency in both nutritional guarantees and textures and because it provides
more reliable scheduling and ordering efficiencies. Although different companies may have
similar base ingredients there are differences in composition. These differences would require an
extensive transition time for many species with no guarantees of success. Historically,
experimental usage of different suppliers consistently resulted in an inferior product with
excessive amounts of sinew due to the differences in the way other suppliers processed the
meats. In short, testing of competitive product consistently produced the Central Nebraska
products as superior.

As well, Central Nebraska Packing has a proven track record of product availability. Most of
Cleveland Metroparks Zoo’s needs are horse meat-based products. A couple of the other
vendors have processing plants outside of the United States. As such, the regulations on
processing horse meat are stricter for Central Nebraska Packing, which ensures health and safety
standards are met.

Estimated expenditures are based on current animal population and consumption. Animal
population may vary throughout the contract period.
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Due to continued market instability, Central Nebraska cannot hold quoted prices for an entire
twelve (12) month contract. Quarterly contract reviews are required to adjust for current market
conditions if necessary. Corresponding manufacturer documentation will be provided for any
resulting price increases during the contract period.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

That the Board authorize an award for the purchase of various meats as specified in Single
Source #6671 from Central Nebraska Packing, Inc. to be supplied on an "as-needed"
basis for a one-year period, beginning September 1, 2022 through August 31, 2023, for
a total cost not to exceed $81,000, at the unit prices maintained in the bid file.

Estimated purchase for 2022/2023 is 3,700 tons. The estimate takes into consideration the
current inventory of 433 tons plus the forecast of usage for 2022/2023.

The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) has approved Cleveland Metroparks’
participation in the ODOT (Contract 018-23) Cooperative Purchasing Program for Rock Salt.
On July 14, 2022, ODOT notified Cleveland Metroparks that it awarded Cargill, Inc. the rock
salt bid for participants in Cuyahoga County at a cost of $47.24 per ton with a required
minimum order of 25 tons dumped. The previous award’s cost was $37.38 per ton reflecting an
increase in cost of $9.86 per ton as compared to the 2021/2022 winter season cost. The
Procurement Manager recommends utilization of the award to the ODOT secured vendor,
Cargill, Inc.

Research confirms that other municipalities in surrounding counties cost per ton will vary as
follows: $44.15 (Lake County), $45.89 (Geauga County), $49.87 (Medina County), $47.88
(Summit County), $48.69 (Portage County), and $47.32 (Lorain County).

Salt piling (mechanically blowing the salt into the sheds) is currently NOT part of ODOT’s
award. Delivery service may be paid via credit card to the third-party delivery service at
+$10.00/ton for such services.

Cleveland Metroparks salt sheds can hold 3,575 tons at capacity, of which the park currently has
433 tons in stock. This action requests authorization for the purchase of up to 3,700 tons
(includes 10% overage or 4,070 tons) of rock salt on an "as needed" basis for the 2022/2023
winter season at the cooperative bid price shown above.

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A Resolution to Approve, Adopt and Enact Revised Rules and Regulations of the Cleveland Metropolitan
Park District; and Authorizing the Required Publication.

WHEREAS, there is a need to update and modify the Codified Rules and Regulations of the
Cleveland Metropolitan Park District;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Park Commissioners of the Cleveland
Metropolitan Park District:

Section 1. The rules and regulations of the Cleveland Metropolitan Park District which will be
published are hereby revised and approved. One copy of the Codified Rules and Regulations shall be
certified as correct by the President of this Board and the Chief Executive Officer of the Cleveland
Metropolitan Park District, attached to this resolution as a part hereof, and filed with the permanent
resolutions of this Board. All provisions of the Codified Rules and Regulations continue in full force and
effect, including such revisions, commencing on and after 12:01 a.m. Eastern Standard Time on September
17, 2022.

Section 2. The Chief Executive Officer of this Board is hereby authorized and directed, in the
manner and as provided in Section 731.23, Ohio Revised Code, to cause to be published in the manner
required by that Section the revised provisions contained in the Codified Rules and Regulations and to give
notice of the approval, adoption and enactment of the changes to the Codified Rules and Regulations except
that such publication shall be made in The Cleveland Plain Dealer and the Medina Gazette.

Section 3. This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of the Board concerning and
relating to the adoption of the changes to regulations were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that
all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings
open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 4. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its adoption by this Board, provided
that the Codified Rules and Regulations revised by this resolution shall become and be effective from and
after 12:01 a.m. Eastern Standard Time on September 17, 2022.

The purpose of the Sustainability Policy is:

“[TJo provide deliberate direction on specific focus areas and planned activities to
integrate sustainability continually and successfully into Cleveland Metroparks
fabric to further enhance the central vision that conservation has played in Park
District’s history and mission.”

Since the adoption of the Sustainability Policy in 2017, the ECO Team and staff have
worked earnestly to carry out its mandate and activities. Specifically, the ECO Team
created the Best Practice Guide and rolled out a year-long Park District-wide competition
to train and educate the staff. As a result of this Policy, staff engagement in the
competition and many other sustainability practices, the Ohio EPA awarded Cleveland
Metroparks the Encouraging Environmental Excellence Award, the first park district to
earn this award and one of the few Platinum level awardees.

Pursuant to Article 1, Section 1(a) of its By-Laws, the Sustainability Policy is due for the
required 5-year review. Only modest changes have been made to the Policy which reflect
the Second Century of Stewardship System Plan adopted by the Board in February 2022.
Therefore, only one reading of this revised policy is required. While the “Focus Areas”
continue to serve as the highly relevant framework for this Policy, the “Goals” have been
updated to capture up-to-date aspirations.

The full Policy can be found at pages _38 to 44 .

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(d)  Authorization of Land Acquisitions: Spring and Wright Properties, West Creek
Reservation (£ 11.2 acres)
(Originating Sources: Brian M. Zimmerman, Chief Executive Officer/Rosalina M. Fini,
Chief Legal & Ethics Officer/Kyle G. Baker, Director of Real Estate & Senior Assistant
Legal Counsel/Stephanie A. Kutsko, Senior Real Estate Manager)

Cleveland Metroparks has the opportunity to acquire + 11.2 acres located at 4534 and
4540 Hillside Road in Seven Hills (reference map, page _45 ). 4540 Hillside Road is a
9.8-acre property owned by Emma Lee Spring (the “Spring Property”’). Emma Lee
Spring donated an 8.8-acre conservation easement on a portion of the Spring Property to
the West Creek Conservancy (WCC) in 2010, and in 2020 WCC assigned the
conservation easement to Cleveland Metroparks. Emma Lee Spring reached out to WCC
and Cleveland Metroparks prior to marketing the Spring Property for sale and having a
stronger real estate interest in the entirety of the Spring Property would allow for
improved protection and connectivity to West Creek Reservation and the future West
Creek Greenway Trail.

Adjacent to the Spring Property is 4534 Hillside Road, a 1.4-acre property (the “Wright
Property”’). Emma Lee Spring put Cleveland Metroparks in touch with Kathleen Wright
as she was also contemplating listing her property for sale. The Wright Property offers
an opportunity to better connect to Hillside Road and expand upon the Spring Property
acquisition. The Spring Property only includes 50 feet of frontage, while the Wright
Property has 170 feet of frontage, together providing 220 feet of frontage on Hillside
Road, and expanding the protection efforts to 11.2 acres.

Emma Lee Spring has agreed to sell her property via fee simple title for $300,000, and
Kathleen Wright has agreed to sell her property via fee simple title for $242,500. The
acquisitions will continue the expansion and connection of West Creek Reservation
through the City of Seven Hills north to Hillside Road and provide improved access.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

That the Board authorize the acquisition of fee simple title of = 9.8 acres as hereinabove
described, from Emma Lee Spring for a purchase price of $300,000, and authorize the
acquisition of fee simple title of £ 1.4 acres as hereinabove described, from Kathleen

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(e) Authorization of Land Acquisition and North American Wetlands Conservation Act
Small Grants Application: Nicholson Property (x 12.7 acres) — South Chagrin
Reservation
(Originating Sources: Brian M. Zimmerman, Chief Executive Officer/Rosalina M. Fini,
Chief Legal & Ethics Officer/Kyle G. Baker, Director of Real Estate & Senior Assistant
Legal Counsel/Stephanie A. Kutsko, Senior Real Estate Manager)

Cleveland Metroparks has the opportunity to acquire + 12.7 acres adjacent to South
Chagrin Reservation. Matthew Nicholson (Trustee) (“Nicholson”) owns a + 14.7-acre
property located at 28405 and 28445 Aurora Road in the City of Solon. Cleveland
Metroparks proposes to acquire the rear undeveloped + 12.7 acres (the “Nicholson
Property”) while Nicholson will retain two £ 1.0-acre residential lots fronting on Aurora
Road (reference map, page _46 ). The Nicholson Property contains approximately 6.5
acres of Category 2 wetlands and over 1,000 linear feet of Class II primary headwater
tributaries that extend onto South Chagrin Reservation. The Nicholson Property contains
a mature Beech-Mixed Hardwood forest and early successional habitat and open water
which is beneficial to migratory birds and bats. Nicholson has agreed to sell the
Nicholson Property via fee simple title for $435,000, contingent upon a supporting
appraisal.

The North American Wetlands Conservation Act (NAWCA) Small Grants program is a
competitive, matching grants program that supports public-private partnerships carrying
out projects in the United States that further the goals of the North American Wetland
Conservation Act. The program is administered by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
and funded projects must involve long-term protection, restoration, and/or enhancement
of wetlands and associated upland habitats for the benefit of all wetland-associated
migratory birds. Cleveland Metroparks proposes to apply to this program for funding to
acquire the Nicholson Property, and the acquisition of the Nicholson Property will be
contingent upon receiving NAWCA funds. If awarded, the NAWCA program will fund
the project as shown below:

Authorization of Land Acquisition and Grant Application for Clean Ohio Conservation
Funds: Hawthorne Valley Country Club, LLC Property, South Chagrin Reservation

(& 149 acres)

(Originating Sources: Brian M. Zimmerman, Chief Executive Officer/Rosalina M. Fini,
Chief Legal & Ethics Officer/Kyle G. Baker, Director of Real Estate & Senior Assistant
Legal Counsel/Stephanie A. Kutsko, Senior Real Estate Manager)

Adjacent to Cleveland Metroparks South Chagrin Reservation is approximately 204 acres
of land formerly operated as the Hawthorne Valley Country Club. The property was
maintained as a golf course until 2018 and Hawthorne Valley Country Club, LLC
(“Hawthorne Valley”) is now exploring new land uses which includes + 33 acres for
residential development, + 22 acres being retained for future development, and + 149
acres being made available for preservation.

Cleveland Metroparks has the opportunity to acquire this + 149-acres, a portion of the
Hawthorne Valley Country Club located at 27840 Aurora Road, in the City of Solon (the
“Hawthorne Property”) and adjacent to South Chagrin Reservation (reference map,

page _48 ). The Hawthorne Property includes a long stretch of Hawthorn Creek, a
tributary to Tinker’s Creek, the largest tributary to the Cuyahoga River, with a total
length of + 30 miles and a drainage area of 96.4 square miles. The Hawthorne Property
also contains thousands of linear feet of headwater and primary stream habitat and will
improve habitat connectivity along the riparian corridor. In addition to the aquatic and
wetland habitats on the Hawthorne Property, there are pockets of forest of varying
condition, including a few areas with relatively mature American beech-mixed hardwood
forest. The Hawthorne Property also has a tremendous amount of potential for stream,
wetland, and plant community restoration which were disturbed and modified over the
years as a result of the Hawthorne Property being utilized as a golf course.

Hawthorne Valley has agreed to sell the property to Cleveland Metroparks for
$3,845,000.00. Cleveland Metroparks has coordinated with Hawthorne Valley to ensure
the proposed construction of the adjacent developments will not negatively impact the
natural resources and viewshed of the Hawthorne Property to be preserved. The adjacent
proposed development requires easements on the Hawthorne Property as well as
Cleveland Metroparks adjacent park land along Hawthorn Parkway. The future use of
the Hawthorne Property as parkland also requires various easements/agreements. These
easements/agreements include but are not limited to Access Drive and Parking Easement,
Dam Easement, Hawthorn Parkway Utility Line Easement, Declaration of Restrictive
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Covenants and Ratification of Existing Covenants, Stormwater and Utility Easement and
Access Agreement, Agreement Regarding Ohio and Gas Lease and Gas Line Easement,
and Water and Sewer Easement.

As a part of the consideration for Cleveland Metroparks to enter into a purchase
agreement, Hawthorne Valley has agreed to the following obligations which are
estimated to represent a value of $1,265,000 and will provide utility availability and
connections to various locations in South Chagrin Reservation that currently do not have
utilities:

e $200,000 for the right to install utilities along Hawthorn Parkway, and the
enhanced right to construct a road to the adjacent future residential development;

e $235,000 for the construction of a water line and stub connection along Hawthorn
Parkway from Solon Road to Hawthorn Ridge Picnic Area;

e $50,000 for the installation of an electrical service line and stub connection along
Hawthorn Parkway from Solon Road to Hawthorn Ridge Picnic Area;

e $25,000 for the installation of a gas service line and stub connection along
Hawthorn Parkway from Solon Road to Hawthorne Ridge Picnic Area;

e $65,000 for fiberoptic, phone, data, and/or cable television conduits along
Hawthorn Parkway from Solon Road to Hawthorn Ridge Picnic Area;

e $50,000 for the installation of a sanitary force main and stub connection along

Hawthorn Parkway from Hawthorn Ridge Picnic Area to Hawthorne Estates

Drive;

$350,000 for a newly constructed public bathroom on the Hawthorne Property;

$190,000 for a new 10-foot-wide all-purpose trail on the Hawthorne Property;

$25,000 for tree replacement and planting along Hawthorn Parkway; and

$75,000 for repaving of an access drive to the Hawthorne Property (which will

provide public access to the Hawthorne Property).

The Hawthorne Property is a priority for acquisition as it is an opportunity to protect
streams, wetlands, and buffer habitats adjacent to South Chagrin Reservation. It also
presents opportunities for habitat rehabilitation that could result in significant ecological
gains for the highly developed Tinker’s Creek watershed. The purchase agreement also
contains a naming rights designation for the Hawthorne Property.

Funding
The Clean Ohio Conservation Fund (“Clean Ohio”), administered by the Ohio Public

Works Commission, provides funds for acquisition of greenspace in order to conserve
natural areas and protect the state’s natural resources. Cleveland Metroparks proposes to
apply to Clean Ohio for funding to assist in the acquisition of the Hawthorne Property.
Cleveland Metroparks will request funds from Clean Ohio for acquisition expenses and
associated due diligence fees as outlined in the grant application. The City of Solon has
committed to providing Cleveland Metroparks with $500,000 in funds to assist with the
acquisition of the Hawthorne Property as it will be an asset to the City of Solon,
providing its residents with nearly 150 acres of high-quality greenspace that was not

previously open to the public for outdoor recreation and education. If awarded, Clean
Ohio will partially fund the acquisition as shown below:

Total Project Cost (100%) $2,720,000

The required resolution is on page _49 . Cleveland Metroparks will cover the rest of the
acquisition costs or seek other outside funds to cover the entire purchase price of the
Hawthorne Property.

Background
On July 26, 2001, Ohio Governor Taft signed legislation creating the Clean Ohio

Program, a fund to remediate brownfield sites and preserve green space, farmland,
improve water quality, and expand outdoor recreational opportunities. The District One
Public Works Integrating Committee (DOPWIC), which administers the State Issue 2
Infrastructure Bond Program in Cuyahoga County, is charged with appointing members
of the Natural Resources Assistance Council (NRAC). The NRAC administers the Clean
Ohio Program in Cuyahoga County, which receives approximately $3.7 million each year
for acquisition, preservation and restoration of open space. Cleveland Metroparks has
successfully competed for Clean Ohio funds each year.

Nomination of NRAC Representative: Joseph V. Roszak
The DOPWIC selects members from organizations that meet the requirements set forth in
Ohio Revised Code Section 164.21(A). In August 2001, Cleveland Metroparks Board
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nominated Vern J. Hartenburg to serve on NRAC, whose nomination was accepted by the
appointing DOPWIC group. Vern J. Hartenburg served on NRAC from August 2001
through March 30, 2010. In April 2010, the Board nominated Brian M. Zimmerman to
serve on NRAC, whose nomination was accepted by DOPWIC. On July 25, 2013, the
Board nominated Donna L. Studniarz to serve on NRAC, whose nomination was
accepted by DOPWIC. On November 12, 2015, the Board nominated Terry L. Robison
to serve on NRAC, whose nomination was accepted by DOPWIC. However, due to the
retirement of Terry L. Robison, on March 14, 2019 the Board nominated Joseph V.
Roszak, Chief Operating Officer, to serve as Cleveland Metroparks NRAC representative
through the term ending on October 14, 2019. Joseph V. Roszak, Chief Operating
Officer was nominated again by the Board on August 15, 2019 to serve on NRAC.

Since Joseph V. Roszak’s term will expire on October 14, 2022, it is recommended that
he be reappointed to a new three-year term from October 15, 2022 through October 14,
2025.

Background
On December 16, 2021, Cleveland Metroparks awarded a Design-Build Agreement to

Hummel Construction Company (“Hummel”) for design-build services, as per RFP
#6614-b (Board Resolution No. 21-12-183), for the design and construction of the
Manakiki Management Center Project (“Project”). At the time of the Board’s award,
only the preconstruction services fee, due diligence and preconstruction stage design
service fee, and preconstruction stage expenses was fixed at $82,488. Since December,
the building design has been confirmed and construction documents have commenced
enough to develop pricing. Per the contract, a Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) for
construction is then developed and brought back to the Board for approval.

On May 26, 2022, Cleveland Metroparks advertised a Request for Qualifications

(RFQu #6667) for interested parties to submit qualifications related to the performance of
Construction Manager at Risk for the Cleveland Metroparks Wallace Lake
Improvements, Mill Stream Run Reservation (“Project”). The Project’s desired outcome
is to update and upgrade the current Wallace Lake area. The Project includes one (1)
new concession building and one (1) new restroom facility building. The current design
also includes various site upgrades and a plaza. The demolition of the existing
concession and restroom facilities is included in the Project’s scope. Cleveland
Metroparks staff will act as architect for the design of the Project and construction will be
performed by a combination of internal Park District skilled trades, and a third-party
general contractor utilizing the construction manager at risk (“CMR”) delivery method.

Notwithstanding, both the Lawler
Construction and Turner Construction teams submitted thorough and competitive
proposals and interviewed extremely well.

Mutual Aid Agreement — Intergovernmental Management Support Services for Design
of the Garfield Boulevard Connector — Cuyahoga Department of Public Works —
Garfield Park Reservation

Background
In partnership with the City of Garfield Heights, Cuyahoga County Department of Public

Works has identified Garfield Boulevard (County Route 261) in need of repaving.
Furthermore, Garfield Boulevard from Warner Road to Turney Road in Garfield Heights
is denoted on the Cuyahoga Greenway Plan for a future on-road multi-modal facility.
Through the work of the Cuyahoga Greenway Partners, of which Cuyahoga County,
Cleveland Metroparks, and the City of Garfield play important roles, additional funding
has been identified to increase the scope of a typical 0.9 mile repaving project to now
include a “road diet”, green infrastructure supported by the Northeast Ohio Regional
Sewer District, and a multi-use path connecting the Mill Creek Connector Trail to
Garfield Park Reservation, effectively connecting Garfield Park Reservation to the
Towpath Trail (“the Project”).

Cuyahoga County has requested that Cleveland Metroparks manage the process of
development of the construction documents for the Project. Once plans are fully
developed, Cuyahoga County will bid and construct the Project. Through their 2021
General Engineering Services RFQ (RFQu #4442), Cuyahoga County had formerly
identified and engaged Michael Baker International, Inc. (“Baker”) to perform
preliminary engineering for the Project. Now that the Project scope has grown to include
green infrastructure and a multi-use path, Cuyahoga County has requested that Cleveland
Metroparks manage the development of the construction documents.

In order for Cleveland Metroparks to officially manage the process, an intergovernmental
management support services mutual aid agreement has been proposed. The agreement
is expected to cover, among other items, the responsibilities of the parties where:

e Cleveland Metroparks will engage Baker and manage Baker in the development
of construction documents up to the point of award of the Project for construction;

e C(leveland Metroparks will attend progress meetings and communicate with
Project partners including Cuyahoga County Department of Public Works and the
City of Garfield Heights;

e C(leveland Metroparks will coordinate with the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer
District on the review and approval of the green infrastructure components of the
Project; and

e (Cuyahoga County will pay (via reimbursement) for all costs related to
performance of the engineering services and the development of the construction
documents.

Government Finance Officers Association Distinguished Budget Presentation Award
for 2022

Cleveland Metroparks has been awarded the Distinguished Budget Presentation Award
for its 2022 budget by the Government Finance Officers Association of the United States
and Canada (GFOA). This award reflects the commitment of Cleveland Metroparks and
its staff to meeting the highest principles of governmental budgeting. In order to receive
this award, Cleveland Metroparks had to satisfy nationally recognized guidelines for
effective budget presentation that assess how well its budget serves as a policy document,
financial plan, operations guide and communications device. This is the 30" consecutive
year Cleveland Metroparks has won this award.

Outdoor Experiences Summer Community Qutreach
(Originating Sources: Joseph V. Roszak, Chief Operating Officer/Mary A. Rouse,
Director of Outdoor Experiences)

Cleveland Metroparks Division of Outdoor Experiences piloted two unique community
outreach initiatives during the summer of 2022 in an effort to better serve urban park
district residents. The Kid’s Nature Lunch and Learn program partnered Nature Tracks,
our mobile nature center, with the Greater Cleveland Foodbank at various centrally
located Cleveland Metroparks reservations while the Euclid Beach Summer STEM
Adventure Camp provided free, week-long summer camps for youth in the East
Cleveland, Collinwood, and Euclid communities.

Old Station Road Restoration Project, Brecksville Reservation
(Originating Sources: Sean E. McDermott, P.E., Chief Planning and Design Officer/
Chris Cheraso, Landscape Architect/Jennifer Grieser, Director of Natural Resources)

Cleveland Metroparks has received grant funding for the Old Station Road Pavement and
Sewer Removal and Stormwater Management Project (‘Project’) in Brecksville
Reservation through the H20Ohio Fund administered by the Ohio Department of Natural
Resources. The Project will remove existing pavement and storm sewer infrastructure
associated with Station Road where the roadway is no longer used. Additionally, it will
restore a tributary and will enhance existing wetlands in Brecksville Reservation.
Enhancements to the stream and wetlands will remove excess nutrients from nearby
development that currently flow directly into the Cuyahoga River.

Storm sewer infrastructure from Riverview Road will be redirected through a manhole to
a tributary west of the roadway. The tributary will be restored to stabilize the stream,
accommodate additional flow, and improve habitat. The tributary will flow into a
+1.2-acre enhanced wetland and then be directed under Chippewa Creek Drive to
Chippewa Creek.

I. PURPOSE:

Cleveland Metroparks contributes enduring value to Cleveland and northeast Ohio communities
by conserving natural resources and providing recreation and education to over 20+7 million
visitors annually. The Park District protects over 243,400:269 acres of forests, streams, and other
natural areas, including nearly four miles of Lake Erie shoreline. Parks, open space, trails, and
other aspects of natural capital provide quantifiable benefits to community health and resilience.
This policy outlines Cleveland Metroparks role as a community leader in sustainability in
mission-related activities as well as daily operational practices.

While serving as the Chief Engineer of Parks for the City of Cleveland in 1909, William A.
Stinchcomb proclaimed, “[t]he importance of conserving our natural resources is now well
recognized. Cannot it be truly said that these natural wild beautiful valleys and glens which lie
adjacent to our rapidly growing urban centers are a kind of ‘natural resource’ of ever increasing
value to the public?” Stinchcomb’s vision was realized with the passage of Ohio law allowing
for the creation of the Board of Park Commissioners of the Cleveland Metropolitan Park District
(Cleveland Metroparks) on July 23, 1917. The goal of “conserving our natural resources” has
played a central role in the Park District’s 100-year history.

To further our founder’s vision, Cleveland Metroparks remains committed to the stewardship of
the environment, our community, and the workplace through the implementation of sustainable
practices that preserve natural and economic resources, reduce consumption and waste, reduce
the carbon footprint, improve resiliency to climate change, and promote green practices in our
facilities and programs. Environmental stewardship includes the direct protection, management,
and restoration of lands, waters, and dynamic processes that sustain our planet. Sustainability
efforts shall increase the value or longevity of services while reducing reliance on resources and
the negative effect on health and the environment. Environmental sustainability can be further
defined as: conducting business in a way that provides the right for future generations to have the
same or better quality of life as we have today.

As Cleveland Metroparks enters its second century of stewardship, we are excited to renew our
mission, goals and objectives alongside our community and partners through the Second Century
of Stewardship System Plan adopted by the Board in February 2022.

While conserving and protecting parks. forests, and waterways in the region over the last century

has helped prioritize goals and strategic decision-making, Cleveland Metroparks has thrived

through innovation and adaptation to enhance community connections and relevancy. Beyond

just the protection of natural resources, the Park District also has the unique ability to enhance

and uplift communities, strengthen the region’s connection to nature and create the next
